Offer holiday-themed gift cards with enticing 
options such as “The Gift of Glow.” Consider 
special promotions like “Spend $500, Receive 
a $100 Bonus Gift Card.” Bundling treatments 
and retail products adds value while increas-
ing average spend.

• New Year Transformation Packages:
Encourage long-term commitment with Janu-
ary and February start dates. Examples 
include:

 a. A series of microneedling treatments 
paired with chemical peels or LED therapy.
 
 b. Membership plans that lock in recur-
ring revenue while fostering loyalty.

2. Launch a holiday-exclusive membership 
plan with discounted rates.

3. Enhance your referral program by adding 
limited-time holiday bonuses.

• Roll out your main campaign with themed 
email sequences, social media posts, and 
in-office displays.

• Use before-and-after photos or client testi-
monials to highlight the benefits of micronee-
dling.

• Run paid ads targeting local audiences for 
increased visibility.

Mid-December: Gift-Giving Push

• Promote gift cards with countdown-style 
urgency (“Only 5 Days Left to Give the Gift of 
Glow!”).

• Highlight last-minute offers, such as 
pre-wrapped skincare bundles or bonus gift 
cards.

Late December: Transition to New Year Focus

• Shift messaging to transformation themes: 
“Start 2025 with Your Best Skin Yet.”

• Promote January bookings and membership 
launches to secure future revenue.

• New client bookings: Monitor how many 
first-time clients your campaign attracts.

• Membership conversions: Track the percent-
age of holiday clients enrolling in long-term 
programs.
